NLESS you happened to be a scholar
of the Old West, you'd have to stop
and think when such names as William
Cody or William Bonney were mentioned.
These two distinuished-sounding names
partially mask the identities of two of the
West’s most famous characters: Buffalo Bill
and Billy the Kid.

The Westerners of bygone years rarely
used Mister in front of a last name. Unless
the person addressed happened to be a visit-
ing celebrity, only the first name was used.
This informality is understandable when
you stop to consider that life iteelf in the
0ld West was as informal as could be.

Thus, it was never Mr. Harry Smith, or

Mr. Joseph Jones, It was Harry and Joe.

But, as the West began to crowd up, as
ranches grew larger and took on extra
hands, as mining became big business, and
camps hired more and more miners, con-
fusion resulted from the many Joes, Harrys,
and Toms.

So, some additional form of identification
became necessary. And, before long, we be-
gan to hear such monickers as Soapy Smith,
or Arizona Ned.

There were various processes by which
the identifying ficst names came into being.
Sometimes, the place of the man’s origin
was used, as in the case of Arizona Ned;
at other times, the habit of a man to use

soap constantly led to his being called Soapy
Smith.

A man’s occupation often supplied the
identifying first name. For instance, the
local carpenter, a man named Harry Dono-
van, who had years before lost the last
name, was known only by the name of
Harry the Carpenter. In time to come, Car-
penter became the last name, so that his
great-grandson today may go by the name
of John Carpenter.

This drawing upon a man’s occupation to
identify him led to such amusing names as

W oodchopper Jake, and Appleman Hank,
who sold apples. Buggy Benny didn’t imply

- that Benny had bugs, but that Benny was

the one to call when the services of an ex-
terminator were required.

When a newcomer arrived from some far
place, he would never introduce himself as
Frank from San Francisco. but as Frisco
Frank. And the same went for such colorful
appendages as Arizona Al, Colorado Pete,
and Central City Sam.

Frenchy was indiscriminately hanged on
almost every newcomer who hailed from
France. The same treatment was accorded
immigrants from Holland, who became
Dutch, and on men whose country of origin
was Sweden, They hecame just plain Swede.

Men were also christened for certain
physical characteristics. Pete, whose head



contuined not a hair, was known as Baldy
Pete. A letter from New York, addressed
simply to Crooked-Nose Charlie, reached to
the addressee more swiftly than if it had
been addressed with his actual name, which
no one out West ever knew,

A ruddy complexion resulted in the
name, Strawberry Sam ; while another man’s
heavy-lidded eyes earned him the monicker
of Sleepy Dave. =

The story is told of a German who duti.
fully reported for work in a copper mine.
He was the first German to belong to the
erew, none of whom could understand his
thick accent, or translate his strange name.
The German finally got tired of making
them understand, and said, “I the new
man."”

From that time on he became known as
“The new man.” The foreman would tell
Gold Coin Red to tell The New Man to go
down with the next crew. Or, Bullfrog Mike
(whose voice resembled that of a bullfrog)
would be ordered to bring The New Man a
spade.

Eventually, The New Man was shortened
to Newman, which remains the family name
in the Western city that became the family
home.

Holidays, special events, peculiar acci-
dents—all and anything was sufficient to
hang a new name on a man—and the new
handle usually stuck.

When Jim Brown, year after year, made
a point of raising his American flag on the
Fourth of July, he earned himself a new
name: Fourth-of-July Jim.

When a homeless and jobless gentleman,
@'ho begged coins for his food and lodging
once got into a heated argument with an-
other poverty-stricken friend in front of the
post office, he was heard by the whole town
to cry out:

“Why, I'll bet yuh a hundred dollars
I'm right!”

From that time on, the vagabond was
known to .one and all as Hundred-Dollar
Jack, although he never owned that much
until the day he died.

And when Roger Oakley made a nuisance
of himeelf in front of the General Store,
refusing to depart even when Sheriff Mason
ordered him to, the sheriff angrily dumped
him into a nearby wheelbarrow, and
brought him home in that undignified
fashion.

Oakley protested the new name every-
body hanged on him from that time on.
But that didn’t stop anyone from calling
him W heelbarrow Roger for ever after.

A visit to any of the old cemeteries out
West will reveal many graves of men whose
real names were lost forever. There are
dozens of So-Long Sams, and Farewell
Franks. One tombstone over a nameless
horse thief told more than his name ever
could: carved out in a crude scrawl were
the words: “He was a big fool.”

Westerners vow that this story is true, It
concerns a postman named Stuttering Sam,
who acquired his name for obvious reasons.

One day Stuttering Sam glanced curiously
at a letter addressed to Samuel Smith. He
scratched his head.

“I'll be blazed if I know a Samuel Smith

in this town—and I know everybody!”
But Stuttering Sam was a conscientious
postman who took his job seriously. He took
the letter with him on his daily rounds, and
questioned residents on every street. Fi.
nally, he was satisfied that no one answering
to the name of Samuel Smith lived in town.

He was on the verge of returning the
letter to the sender, when something sudden.
ly struck him. Hurriedly, he tore open the
envelope, and read the letter,

“I'll be blowed,” he exclaimed, “just as I
suspected—Samuel Smith—why, that's
ME!" :
